New approaches and next steps in the development of the Northern Periphery Pro-

gramme were discussed during the Phoenix 2010 Partneriat in Portrush on 21st – 

22nd April where presentations and workshops focused on increasing collaboration 

between traditional and creative industries.   

 

During the discussions, contributors identified project ideas and discussed the necessary changes and next 

steps to make the collaboration between traditional and creative sectors possible, thus stimulating innovation 

and bring economic growth to the Northern Periphery area. 

 

Following this event, the NPP Secretariat is hoping to see formalised a significant number of new application 

proposals, a specific objective was to identify opportunities for projects to submit application proposals for the 6th 

call which will take place in September 2010.   

 

The members of the secretariat, as well as the NPP Regional contact points in Northern Ireland and Ireland are 

available to support the different projects and organisations in this process.  

Phoenix 2010 Partenariat  

Two priorities of the North West Europe Programme are currently undersubscribed, so the secre-

tariat is organising two workshops for potential project promoters on these two themes: Innovation 

and Strong and Prosperous Communities.

After the 5th Call there are now 46 approved projects, with 

an average project size of €3.8m ERDF.  A total of 19 pro-

jects proposals were submitted to the NWE Sixth Call  

which closed on 9 April 2010.  The Secretariat will assess 

the applications and the Programme Steering Commit-

tee will take decisions on 16 and 17 June 2010. The Se-

cretariat will inform applicants about decisions immedi-

ately after this meeting.
